Draft Water Planning Framework
Stakeholder Workshop

A stakeholder workshop was held on Tuesday, 8 August 2006, to discuss the draft
Water Planning Framework for Western Australia. The Framework forms the second
part of the State Water Plan and outlines the primary water plans that are the
responsibility of the Department of Water including statutory plans for water
management; source protection; drainage and floodplain management.

Approximately 30 people attended the workshop, including a number of Water
Forum members and government agency representatives.

Attendees raised a number of significant issues including:

The integration of the Water Planning Framework with other planning
mechanisms eg. NRM, land use planning

Provision of detailed information on the planning process to complete each plan,
including accountability, funding and action needed

Greater prominence to water source development in the planning process
Developing markets should be addressed at this planning stage

Protection of existing and perpetual licensees within statutory water management
plans

The role of Water Resource Management Committees
Clarification on the governance arrangements for drainage planning

Mr William Varey facilitated the workshop. Small group discussions followed
presentations on the four key planning areas of water management, source
protection, drainage and floodplain management. Each group comprised of
approximately five individuals from different organisations. The findings from each
group were reported back to the larger group.

Comments received at the workshop were invaluable and will inform the further
development of the Water Planning Framework and overall State Water Plan.
