» Details what Western Australia has
done already to meet the NWI
reguirements

o Sets out 190 high level actions and
timelines to complete remaining
commitments

e Considered at the NWC'’s March
meeting



Coordinated implementation and reporting

« DOW developing a process to ensure compliance
with actions and timelines for Blueprint, State Wat er
Plan and NWI Implementation Plan and reporting
against performance indicators

* Process will include progress reports on
Implementation of reform initiatives to the
community and stakeholders (including State Water
Forum), WRCSC, NWC, State Water Councll

e Public reporting is likely to include a web-based
Interface with contact information



Opportunities for stakeholder participation
In reform implementation

 Many opportunities for ongoing participation in
reform implementation

« Examples include:
— Consultative processes for legislative reform

— Development of regional water plans, statutory water
management plans, floodplain management plans, drainage
plans

— Partnership/contractual opportunities to deliver key programs,
e.g., metering implementation, addressing data backlog etc
