The Shire of Waroona expresses its concern over tippgabto convert the Logue Brook dam
from irrigation and recreational purposes to a drigkirater source.

Waroona is part of the Peel region which is curreaitknowledged as one of Australia’s
fastest growing and most rapidly developing regionsonatide. Waroona, itself, is a growing
shire with current population predicted to treblethim the next 10-15 years. Expanding
population exerts enormous pressure on the need for comyrservices to keep pace with the
needs of a growing community.

A recent trend has seen coastal caravan parks, suck Bseston Beach caravan park in this
shire, sold and being converted into high-end resgleé astcommodation. This trend is also set
to affect caravan parks in the shires of Harvey aapeC

Because of these caravan park closures, and new papmré&s not being developed or
provided for on the coast, the need for inland camawcamping and recreation areas with
coastal access is becoming increasingly more importactl lGovernment is limited in its
ability to prevent private land, once provided fflecreational pursuits, being sold off to a high-
end market as land prices in the area soar; it shouldhaee to fight off government
departments attempting to do the same. Areas such as \@ddaomand Logue Brook Dam are
important assets to the region and any reduction rea&onal opportunities in this region will
have long term detrimental effects.

Tourism is also an important factor to be considerechis issue. Local communities work
tirelessly throughout our shire, and the surroundiggoreto promote the Peel and South West
region as a destination to visit and stay with an esiplan encouraging visitors to continually
return to the area. Waroona and Logue Brook Damseacellent examples of tourist
destination that receive continued repeat visitatidneeduction in those facilities will have a
negative impact on the outlook for tourism.

If Logue Brook Dam is to close where will those peopl@? There are limited other
recreational dams in the area and Waroona Dam isdglr@a overcrowded facility. Will the
closure of Logue Brook Dam stop there, or as futurelsi@ecrease for drinking water will
Waroona Dam be next?

The Shire of Waroona does not support the closurepfrecreational waterways within the
region and requests that all other options to prowddeking water be investigated and
exhausted before there is any move to remove recrahtiams.
